Tonight was the ice cream social. We ate lots of ice cream with hot fudge, cherries, jimmies, and nuts ~ yum!!

We made black walnut ink and started two experimental bottles of oak gall ink. 
· To make the black walnut ink, we peeled the shell off of black walnuts (from Daedra’s back yard) and put them into bottles, then filled the bottles with hot water. The water changed to a lovely dark brown instantly. We now need to strain the water into a clean bottle and add some gum arabic. We are going to try to reuse the same walnut peels until no color is leeched.
· The first experimental bottle of oak gall ink was made using ferrous sulfate. All the ingredients were combined in a bottle and left to ‘steep’. The water immediately turned a bright red-orange color, and continued to deepen in color. We will continue to check the progress of this as time goes on.

· 81mg ferrous sulfate

· 1 nickel-sized oak gall, whole

· 35ml water

· The second experimental bottle of oak gall was made without the ferrous sulfate. Again, the ingredients were combined in a bottle and left to ‘steep’. As of 1hr steeping, no color change was noted. We will be checking the progress of this as time goes on.

· 1 dime-sized oak gall, whole

· 25 ml water
